Christ with-

held no part of Himself in bearing our burdens, making atonement for our sins, and winning salvation for 

us.  In our Baptism, we were brought into His family.  When we participate in the Lordôs Supper, He comes 

to us physically, offering all the grace we donôt deserve but He loves to give.  As we read His Word, His 

Spirit works in our hearts, enabling us to walk in love. 

May the Lord lead us to walk in love throughout this new year. Let our hearts be wide open to love God 

and love others.  May the Lord give us boldness to share the Gospel with others.
