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ñFreedom in Christò is our Lenten series this year on the Apostle Paulôs letter to the Galatians. Paul         

reminded the community of believers that they were saved through faith alone. There were false teachers 

saying that faith in Christ was not enough, they needed to keep the law and Jewish customs. Paul argues 

that you canôt ñaddò to the gospel without taking away from the freedom that God has for you in Jesus.  

Martin Luther writes in his preface to his commentary to the Galatiansé 

ñéEver since then (Adam and Eveôs sin) the whole world has invented innumerable religions and ways 

through which, without the aid of Christ, use their works to redeem themselves from evil and sins. 

When Paul discusses the biblical doctrine of justification by faith he explains that there are several kinds of 

ñrighteousness.ò First, there is political or civil righteousnessðthe nation's public lawsðwhich magistrates 

and lawyers may defend and teach. Second, there is cultural righteousnessðthe standards of our family 

and social grouping or classðwhich parents and schools may teach. Third, there is ethical righteousnessð

the Ten Commandments and law of Godðwhich the church may teach but only in light of Christian right-

eousness. So all these may be received without danger, as long as we attribute to them no power to satisfy 

for sin, to please God, or to deserve graceéThese kinds of righteousness are gifts of God, like all good 

things we enjoyé 

Yet there is another righteousness, far above the others, which Paul calls ñthe right-

eousness of faithòðChristian righteousness. God imputes it to us apart from our 

worksðin other words, it is passive righteousness, as the others are active. For we do 

nothing for it, and we give nothing for it. We only receive it.ò  

You have been set free from all attempts to justify yourself. Believe the promise of the 

Gospel.
